2. Trudy Schuett will check on information from the Western Arizona Council of 

Governments/WACOG; 
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3. Tonya Watson will check on Northern Arizona Council of Governments/NACOG 

information; 

4. Deborah Hankerd will check on information through the SouthEastern Arizona 

Governments Organization/SEAGO;  

5. Michelle Dionisio agreed to gather information from the Senior Transportation Program 

offered by Easter Seals as well as a stipend program for volunteer drivers used in 

California; and  

6. Executive Director Cathy De Lisa stated staff would research information collected from 

the Area Agency on Aging Directors at the January 9, 2015 Governor’s Advisory Council 

on Aging/GACA meeting as well as online resources of AZ4A and check the online 

transportation tool provided by MAG’s Connect60+ website.
